Now that all four of our
churches are open, I say a big WELCOME BACK to
all of our returning summer visitors, and if this is your first
time here at St. Francis Parish I say WELCOME TO THE
FAMILY!

You may or may not know that St. Francis Parish
covers all of Long Beach Island and includes St. Clare in
Loveladies, St. Thomas in Surf City, St. Francis in Brant
Beach, and St. Thomas in Beach Haven.

You may notice that we do things a bit differently
here. For instance, all of our liturgies have a music ministry.
Liturgical documents stress that singing should be normative.
So I ask you, whether you have good voices or not-so-good
voices, please join in the singing. After all, St. Augustine
wrote, “the one who sings, prays twice.”

The second difference is that we stand to show
reverence during the Eucharistic prayer. This is permissible
under the General Instructions of the Roman Missal, given
the fact of crowding and the average age of the parishioners.
The value that the Instructions stress is UNITY OF
POSTURE (the chairs in the halls don’t have kneelers) and
besides we stand for the Gospel, and the people stand in St.
Peter’s in Rome. If you don’t feel comfortable standing, by
all means feel free to kneel.

As pastor, I need to remind you that economic times
are tough for all of us, and you have been blessed to be able
to vacation here on LBI. I am asking that you be as
generous as possible, especially in the first collection. I’d
love to make this a “dollar free zone” by having more people
give $5 or $10 rather than a single. Also, your participation in
the car raftle, and the Festival of the Sea in August helps
cover our expenses in a big way. Your generosity now helps
see us through the dark cold days of winter so we can once
again serve you next summer.

While you are relaxing, please stop in for some quiet
time in the Brant Beach church, which is open until 4 pm.
Another option might be adoration on Wednesday nights also
in Brant Beach (check the bulletin). And remember, if the
ocean is too cold, we have three heated pools at the Aquatic
Center, open to the public.
